Please check your city’s website for rules in your area.
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Don’t be too loud
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>»D0 NOT talk loudly or listen to

loud music inside your apartment.
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> Stay quiet outside and

in public spaces on early

mornings and late evenings. <
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> D0 NOT set off fireworks late in the evening or at night.
